Installation Requirements

Always turn off or isolate the water supply before commencing the work.
In order to prevent scalding, the hot water supply should be connected to the hot tap 
via a thermostatic mixing valve.
It is recommended that a service valve is installed in the cold water supply pipe and the 
thermostatic mixing valve should have connections containing an isolating valve in order 
to isolate the water supply should servicing be required in the future.
The hot supply must be connected to the left hand side and the cold to the right hand 
side of the basin when viewed from the front.
