With the brackets firmly fixed and level, the radiator is 
pushed directly onto the brackets and lowered into the 
first or second slot of each bracket simultaneously. Single 
radiators are positioned on the first slot (furthest from the 
wall); double radiators are positioned on the second slot 
(nearest the wall) (please see drawing 1 on other page).

For the two bottom 
brackets, accurately measure 25mm up from the bottom and 
130mm in from either end (please see drawing 2 on other page).

Radiators 465mm and higher have four fixing positions. For the 
two top brackets, accurately measure 100mm down from the 
top and 130mm in from either end. For the two bottom brackets, 
accurately measure 100mm up from the bottom and 130mm 
in from either end (please see drawing 3 on other page).

Using a suitable drill bit, screws and plugs, fix the brackets 
and level with a spirit level.
